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Learning objective: To be able to share your feeling and experience of the “Make the Link, Be the 
Change” project with other students around the world
Resources: Computers with access to the internet.

Time: 2 hours

Starter activity: 
Revise and talk about all activities carried out in previous lessons.

Main Activity 1: 
Ask students to connect to www.planmtl.org and to follow the instructions below:
1. Type your user name and password
2. Upload your profile information, e.g. photo, information about your school.
3. Click on ‘Climate change forums’ on your profile page.
4. Post a message on ‘Feedback Point 2: Description of Action’ forum briefly describing your activities. 

Along with the description, upload (place on the website) your photos, posters, audio recordings or 
videos for all to see.

Example Description of Action:  Steven and George from Kenya
We campaigned for tree planting in the school ground. We made a presentation to all students and staff 
about the benefits during school assembly. We contacted local environmental NGOs and the local council 
to supply the trees. After one week, we received a reply from an NGO who has agreed to supply the trees. 
This has a positive effect on climate change as the trees absorb carbon dioxide and help prevent soil 
erosion. We help plant 40 trees.
Steven and George put photos and a presentation on the website for others to view.

Main Activity 2:
Go to ‘create content’ on your profile page, ‘blog entry’ and then ‘submit blog entry’ about your 
experiences during this project and the key points you have learnt. Alternatively you can write this 
information in ‘Feedback Point 3’ in the ‘Climate Change Forum’ and upload your work.
Example Feedback Point Entry: Rupali, Bangladesh
We produced a small drama play highlighting the need for our local government to install an early warning 
system for floods so people can move their families and livestock to higher land before the floods occur.

Plenary:
Ask students to read about what has been going on in other parts of the world in the “Make the Link, Be 
the Change” project. Then ask them to post comments in the forum and try to answer questions or 
comments from other students involved in the project. You may like to encourage students to read/
respond to information posted by Spanish speaking countries El Salvador and Ecuador.
